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Eight Reasons Given to Avoid Calendar
Modification

1. Children might be on differing schedules.
2. Child care might not be available.
3. Students might not find and hold jobs after calendar modification.

4. Students might not be able to be involved in out-of-school
activities, extracurricular activities, and sports.

5. There is no air-conditioning during warm weather.
6. Facility cleaning and maintenance will be disrupted.
7. Teachers will have difficulty with in-service and graduate work.

8. Family vacations will be difficult to schedule.




Six Generalized Reasons for Calendar
Modification

. Modified, balanced calendars can effectively maintain student
Interest in learning.

. Students, learning differently, require different time configurations.

. Intersession classes provide faster remediation and advanced
enrichment.

. Students learning a second language can benefit from the balanced
calendar.

. Co-curricular and extracurricular activities can take place
throughout the year and can reinforce previous learning.

. Teachers can take advantage of year-long opportunities for staff
development.
